Adoption of four Kendriya Vidyalaya schools as State Level Khelo India Centres

Under State Level Khelo India Centres (SLKIC) vertical of Khelo India, there is a provision to support
better utilization of sports infrastructure through a suitable MoU with eligible agencies and to provide
financial support for engagement of coaches and support staff, day boarding/residential facilities, regular
maintenance of playfields, sports equipment {consumable & non-consumable), etc. for nurturing of talent
through usage of existing sports facilities available with these agencies. Funding will also be provided to set
up Centres, including schools and colleges. Integration of sports with education is essence of development
of sports in the country. Hence, schools with infrastructure & play fields are ideal to nurture talent at grass
root level. It has been decided to set up project for development of sports that combines Sports with

education in partnership with reputed schools.
The operations of the schools would be carried out as under:

SAl will shortlist and assess the schools based on facilities & potential. The same will be approved in DPAC.

The sports disciplines (out of priority sports) will be finalised in consultation with the school.

A. Admission process

1. Identification of sporting talent (proven & potential) and admission only on the basis of

sporting credential. SAl will issue detailed guideline in this regard.

2. Every year, admission of 25-50 (equal Girls & Boys) will be given. At the end of 5 years, the
strength expected to be 250.

B. Classification of Sports Trainings
1. In-school sports training program - The multi-sport exposure that would be provided to school
children during the regular school hours. The identified in school sports talent will be groomed

for excellence in after school training.

2. Intensive (After-school) sports training program - The students admitted on the basis of

sporting talent and also sporting talent identified from regular school will be groomed for

excellence in post school training.
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C. Education:

The school will adjust academic sessions of talented sports persons and ensure school

education along with training for sporting excellence.

D. Implementation Framework

1. 2sports per school to be implemented in each school

2. 1Trainer & 1 Coach per sport for conducting in-school training and intensive sports training will

be deployed in each KISC, 1 physiotherapist for 100 students will be provided.

The current STC/SAG norms of SAl are equally applicable to Army Boys Sports Company
trainees. The same is enclosed in the draft scheme. This may require deliberation & finalization

with suitable modifications.

In the pilot phase, it is proposed to start program in partnership with Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan
(KVS) since substantial background work has already been done in this respect in the past. At the direction
of Secretary (Sports) during the meeting on 28.11.2018, inspection of sports infrastructure at 05 Kendriya
Vidyalayas (KVs) was conducted by joint inspection team of SAI & KVS in February 2019. The detailed
inspection report is enclosed at ‘Annexure A’. Based on the inspection, the below four KV schools are
found to be eligible for adoption as Khelo India State Centre:

1. KV No.1, Delhi Cantt., Delhi

2. KV Ghaziabad, Uttar Pradesh

3. KV No. 1 Gwalior, Madhya Pradesh

4. KV Sidhi, Madhya Pradesh

Accordingly, in-principle approval from DPAC is sought for adopting 04 Kendriya Vidyalayas (KVs) as
SLKIC and to be designated as Khelo India School Centres (KISCs).

Also, SAl may be authorized to start talent identification process, finalization of sports discipline.



The salient feature of operational model & budget is enclosed herewith as ‘Annexure I’. Members may be

requested to give comments post which the operational guidelines will be finalised by Secretary (Sports),

& Chairman, DPAC.

SAl & KV may finalise the MoU, which will be placed before the DPAC for formal approval.

Approval is sought from DPAC to:
(1) Adopt 04 Kendriya Vidyalaya Schools (KVs) as State Level Khelo India Centre.
(2} Authorize SAI to finalise sports disciplines & start talent identification process.

(3) Finalisation of Operational Guideline in a time bound manner

Agenda Item No.2

Requirement of funds for non-regional centres of SAl and extension centres of
STC/SAG.

Non-Regional Centres

There are 69 STC/SAG centres which are not located in 12 major Regional Centres of SAl. The total
strength of the athletes in these centres is estimated at 6366. Out of these 69 centres, 18 centres were
notified for Khelo India State Centres vide notification dated 19.03.2019 (copy enclosed as ‘Annexure II’)

with the financial assistance to the tune of Rs. 20 crores. The total expenditure of the remaining 51 centres

~ for the financial year 2019-20 (FY 19-20) is approximately Rs. 52 Crores (breakup of the expenditure is

enclosed as ‘Annexure HI’).

These STC/SAG centers are training centres run by SAl on sports infrastructure of States/UTs. As
these centres adhere to the norms of State Level Khelo India Centre, it is proposed that half of these non-
regional training centres of SAl may be declared as State Level Khelo India Centres and the expenditure,

thereof, of around Rs. 26 crores may be sanctioned from the budget of State Level Khelo India Centres.



Extension Centres

it may be further noted that the 92 extension centres of STC/SAG are in operation and are being
funded as per existing financial norms of extension centres of STC/SAG scheme through the component
‘State Level Khelo India Centre’. The consolidated annual financial implication for these centres is Rs. 11.
crores.

Hence it is requested that total funds of Rs 57 crores (Rs. 20 crores for erstwhile STC/SAG notified
as State Level Khelo India Centres, Rs. 26 crores as per above & Rs. 11 crores as per above para) may be

sanctioned. SAl will submit the UC to MYAS as per procedure followed for SAl block grant.

DPAC is requested to approve the financial assistance of Rs. 57 crores to SfC/SAG
centres to be notified as State Level Khelo India Centres and extension centres from the

budget of ‘State Level Khelo India Centres’.

Agenda Item No. 3:
Budget approval for 10 National Level Training of Trainer (TOT)

10 National Level TOTs (1 day) are being planned for various States/Union Territories/other Boards
to train approx. 700 Master Trainers. DDG, SAl may plan the training Schedule of TOTs in consultation with
various stakeholders such as State Govt/other Boards & SAIl Regional Centers. The expenditure as per

approved norms is below: -
